DPPC and DPPB Officials Discussed Drought
Induced Problems and Efforts Exerted to Overcome

he Federal [nsaster

Prevention and Preparedness
Commission and the Dhsaster
Prevention and Preparedness
Bureaux officials discussed the
condition of the current drought
and 1ssues on activibes underway
to overcome problems resulting

from the drought. The monthly
meeting  that  focuses on
emergency relief activities and
planming and implementation of
other related works was held at
the DPPC  Auditorium  on
MNovember 18 and 19, 2002,



The meeting which was chaired
by H.E. Commissioner Simon
Mechalle discussed provision of
aid food, its transportation and
distribution as well as logstic
support and financial utilization,
human and animal health.
Besides, extended exchange of
ideas was made on reports
presented regarding undertakings
during last month and measures to
be taken in the future regarding
water supply. During the meeting
it was disclosed that pre-Meher
crop assessment has by and large
been accomplished. 1t was also
observed that there was a serious
crop vield reduction ever i all
areas affected by the drought,

Similarly, water level of some
small rivers in all affected areas
decreased; springs dned up; and
the shortage of water and pasture
has worsened due to effects of the
drought, it was noted. In some
regions the population has been
compelled to take amimals far
away in search of water and
pasture in areas where it is lost, it
was indicated. The Government
has been taking the necessary
measures in order to tackle the
problem. Simultaneously, efforts
have been exerted to minimize the
effects on amimals as much as
possible based on the contingency
plan that helps overcome the
possible  disaster. In  depth

discussion was held on this matter
and il was agreed that regions
would send information expected
of them in time so as to make it
fruitful.

Although there 15 exchange of
early warning information in all
areas affected by the drought, it
was indicated that effective
information gathering  analysis
and dissemination work should be
strengthened more in view of the
current emergency situation. In
this regard, exchange of timely
information should be orgamized
much more effectively starting
from the Woreda.

And in addition to télephone
communication, it was indicated
that it was essential to send to
Federal DPPC the weekly
organized information through the
crisis Management Committee
established in all regons to take
timely action as  requred
necessary. |
As conditions demand, too, since
it is believed that it should be
brought to the attention of the
NDPPC  (Mational  Disaster
prevention &  Preparedness
Committee) whereby it enables to
give decision on the night
measures to be takenm, it was
indicated that region should give
due attention in this regard.



Ower Birr 200,000 Donation Obtained

ifferent organizations

donated Birr 200,856.31 on
Movember 272002 m order to
assist compatriots affected by the
drought.

The cash assistance was provided
bv Awash Intemational Bank and
emplovees of Shell Ethiopia who
contnbuted from their salary,
which 15 Birr 100000  and
100,856.31 respectively. It was
also disclosed during the hand
over ceremony  that  Shell
Intermational shall provide Birr
685,350 through the Red Cross
Society of Ethiopia.

Representatives of the
orgamzations who handed over
the donation to the DPPC said
that they believe the problem our
compatriots are facing as a result
of the drought i1s the problem of
every  citizen. With  this
understanding  they decided to
contribute their part in order to
alleviate the problem in the

concerted  efforts of  the
Government and donor
organizations. They also

expressed their commitment to
continue with the assistance until
the problem is fully tackled and
our compatriots become self-
reliant.

Ato  Getachew Tesfaye, Fund
Raising and Public Relations

Department Head, upon receiving
the donation indicated that the
current drought and food shortage
the country is facing 15 critical
and worrying. Under the
circumstance, the need for every
citizen to act in line with activities
of the Government and donor
orgamzations is imperative (o
overcome the disaster hovermg
over our compatriots and to save
lives, he said. Ato Getachew
added that the necessity to tackle
the food shortage effects affecting
the producer of food who used to
feed all of us and the pastorlist is
to protect the presently capable
citizen from facing the challenge
besides helping the needy.
Although the Government exerts
relentless efforts in order to make
our country self-sufficient in food,
we have been obliged to appeal
for food due to the recurrent
crises in weather pattern, he said
He also expressed his hope that
assistance of all citizens would be
with us in preventing disaster
resulting from the drought until
we realize the wision of self-
sufficiency in food.

Finally, he thanked donor
orgamzations in the name of the
needy and the Commission for the
assistance and expressed his
assurance that the donation would
be used according to the objective
of helping the needy.



Prior Preparation Complete to Supply over 600,000
Quintals of Food Aid in December

he required preparation is

under way by the DPPC and
NGOs to supply over 600,000
quintals of food aid in December
according to the identified needs,
it was disclosed. To this effect,
regions have been presenting their
respective needy population so as
to adequately supply the required
food aid for the month,

On the other hand, a total of
739,272 quintals of food aid had
been allocated for November
2002 for different regions most of
which had been distributed to the
needy during the month. Of the

total allocation, 578,899 quintals
was presented by the DPPC while
the remaining 160,373 quintals
was done so by NGOs.

Food aid is allocated to repions
according to the magnitude and
gravity of the  situation.
Accordingly, out of allocation for
November 265,659 quintals was
to Oromiya, 122,161 quintals to
Tigray, 106,342 to Amhara,
114,161 to the SNNP, 78,197 to
Afar, 44,927 to Somali regions
and 7,082 quintals to Dire Dawa
Admimistrative Council.



MAJOR DISASTERS AND RESPONSES

Animal Diseases Reported
from Different Areas

ases of anthrax have been

reported in three localities of
Hidebu Woreda in North Shoa
Zone. It was indicated that the
extent of the disease and the
measure taken would be reported
in the future. Similarly, anthrax
and Pasteurolossis was reported
prevaillimg mm Doba Woreda of
West Hararge zone while skin
disease and schelorosis  was
reported in Miesso Woreda.

In a similar circumstance, anthrax
and blag leg was traced in Jimma
zone to which there was no
response  because of lack of
medicine. In Ambo, Xikur

Inchini, Nono, Gindeberet, Jeldu,
Dendi and Meta Robil Woredas
of West Shoa zone, too,
vaccination has been under way
against anthrax, black leg,
Pasteurolossis and horse disease.
On the other hand, 66 head of
cattle died of anthrax in Kadida
Gamela Woreda of Kembata-
Timbaro zone and  zonal
agriculture has been monitoring
the situation, it was explained.
Lump skin disease traced i
Dirre, Movale and Teltele
Woredas of Borema zone and
health personnel have been
monitorng, it was explained.

Cases of Malaria Reported in Different Regions

alana epidemic 15 bemng
brought under control in
Roba localihes of Kewet Woreda
in North Shoa Zone. In a similar
development, cases of malana 1s
reported in lowland areas of

South Gondar zone. Three
localities of Meyo Woreda of East
Hararghe Zone also face the
disease, which has not been
brought under control because of
shortage of medicine.



Shortage of Water is Critical

reported m 8 woredas of Arsi
Zone (Sudie, Gedeb Asasa, Lemo
and Bilbilo, Dodota Sirie, Ziway
Dugda, Mertt Seru, Munnessa
and Robie), Shortage of same
prevails m Babile, Kurfa Chele,
Melka Belo, Shewa Ber, Kola

Fedis and other areas of East
Hararghe Zone. The people have
began to move livestock to other
areas where water and pasture 15
available. In West Hararghe, toe,
shortage of water and pasture is
reported in all Woredas.
